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For those of you who remember receiv-
ing the news that Cardinal Wojtyla was

elected Pope, you will remember where
you were at the time and the jubilation.  I
was at work in Congressman Nedzi’s of-
fice  on the Hill when I received several
phone calls congratulating me and the
Congressman on the election of a Pope
from Poland.  Why they called, I have no
idea except that I think they just wanted
to spread the news and share the joy.  As
time went on, that joy and admiration
turned to great affection and love for the
Pontiff.

In gratitude, it was decided to found
a home to house the Pope’s Foundation
and a pilgrim’s center.  The money was
raised all over the world . Nowhere were
the people more thrilled than in Poland.
Their existence under Communism was
very bleak and now there was a ray of
hope. Thousands of Communist Bloc
people flocked to Rome to see the Pope.
Since they were not allowed by their gov-
ernment to take much money out of the
country, Rome’s parks and fields were
filled with campers who could not afford
a place to stay.  So the Pope wanted a pil-
grim home as well as his library etc.

There is a passage in Stendhal’s book
“ The Red and The Black” that describes
two deer in a forest, a shot rings out and
one of the deer falls dead.  The other deer
has no idea how or why his companion
died, he only can associate a sound with
the incident.  So, we  cannot understand
God’s plan.  We can only go by what we
know, which is very limited.

In retrospect we can more clearly see
God’s will at work.   He has carefully cho-
sen the path He wants each of us to fol-

low and the right person to do so.  Karol
Wojtyla chose to follow the path open to
him, surviving the dangers of Nazi occu-
pied Poland, and persecution by the Com-
munists.  By following God’s will he
ended up in Rome as Pope at a time when
the Church needed a leader who would
rescue the oppressed countries of the
Communist bloc from oppression and the
annihilation of Judeo-Christians.

To this further end, John Paul II estab-
lished a Center at the University of Lublin
in Poland where students from the former
Soviet Bloc were given scholarships. In

this way, the Pope hoped to create a new
intelligentia based on Judeo/Christian
principles who would return to their na-
tive countries and become a base of
Christian culture.

When our affiliate group of the
Friends of John Paul II Foundtion began,
we raised funds for the Foundaton and
sent all except seed money to Rome for
the Pope’s disposition.  After his death ,
we shifted our goals to not only support
the Fundation in Rome but to continue
his programs here.

St. John Paul II laid the groundwork
for his work to continue.  In 2001 he
raised a little known -outside his circle,
Archbishop Jorge Mario Bergoglio to
Cardinal, thus placing him in the posi-
tion to later become Pope Francis.

God created us to know, love and
serve Him.  He presents us with the op-
portunity to do His will as we daily pray
“Thy will be done on earth as it is in
heaven”.  Unfortunately,  He also gave
us a free will and often we choose the
easier path rather than the one open for
us.  Fortunately, He still loves us.

So, we in the Foundation’s Affiliate
continue not only St. John Paul’s pro-
grams but hopefully, God’s own plan to
keep our country safe from  those forces
that would take away our religious heri-
tage and we have many signs of their
making in-roads in that direction.
